We have received a copy of your letter of complaint to Master Rose dated 19 June
2006 together with various enclosures including your complaint to the Law Society.

As you have not raised these matters directly with us, we will liaise with the Law
Society in this respect. However, our general position is as follows:

1. We accept that you sent a letter to us by recorded delivery on 21 April 2006
although we have no record of receiving your application. The letter was not
signed for by Sean Barton (despite your allegation that he personally received
it). In fact, the only correspondence we have on file from you at that time is
your letter dated 18 April 2006 suggesting various directions, but which
makes no mention of your application for summary judgment dated 11 April
2006.

2. We do not accept that you were in any way misled by the two messages left
for you on 1 June 2006, to which you failed to respond. We were only told by
the court on 1 June 2006 to seek your consent to having the hearing on 6 June
2006 vacated. In the absence of a response, and given the proximity of the
hearing, the court decided to remove the hearing from the list. It took place
on 14 June 2006 and you attended. Sensible directions were given by the
court so that both parties can have their summary judgment applications dealt
with in a transparent and fair manner. We therefore disagree that you were
misled or that any prejudice or disruption has been caused to your summary
judgment application.

You are now late with service of your evidence in reply to our summary judgment
application and in support of your application to commit Barclays for contempt. We

look forward to receiving your evidence by return.

In the meantime we enclose your various applications which were handed to our
counsel on 14 June 2006.
